Vis-
itors to the gym during school hours will
likely see Physical Education tfeacher
Rich Parker instructing students on the
importance of physi-
cal fitness. Porler
spends more fime in
the new facility than
anyone and admits it
has affected the junior
high fremendously.
‘I's been a com-
plete  180,” com-
mented Parker,
regarding the direc-
fion of ﬁwe physical
education program at
HH. ‘Before, we
had 22-27 kids in a
class in  basically
what could be con-
sidered an oversized
lunchroom. It has tile
floor and  doesn't
have enough space
fo do onyt%ing pro-
ductive. Kids were sit
ting a lot, waiting fo
play. There were no
options. If we were
playing floor hockey that day, every-
one was playing floor hocZey. In
sports it was embarrassing to have Or
tumwa come over here and walk in
and go, ‘oh my god'. The floor was al-
ways slick and the out of bounds is a
few inches from the wall. For specta-
fors to get to their seats, they had to
walk on the floor, there was no way
around it. In P.E. last year we had a
girl fall back and go through a plafe-
glass window because there
wasn't enough room.
‘Now, in the new gym

floor means more space and
we can have more activities.
If's also a lot safer. There are
a lot more productive P.E.
classes,” said Parker.

The new gym also in-
cludes a weight room,
which is currently empty.

"When we built Tﬁe facility it was
funded fo include a weight room. We
have the weight room area, however
the funding didn't include weight room
equipment,” stated Parker. “VWhen the

time will come when we get equipment
is beyond me. There's surjy some
grants or something we can get."

When the weight room does get
equipment it will be open to the pub-
lic. For safety reasons, the resistance
equipment must be machines and not
free weights.

“It has to be safe, so it has to be ma-
chines and no free weights.  When

The new gym has also allowed the
sports scheduling to be a litle more
flexible. Several times during the win-
fer, Howar Junior High hosted a bas-
ketball game and wrestling meet at the
same fime — basket-
ball in the new gym
and wrestling in the
old gym.

“We actually did
that three or four times
this year. It works out
really — well," Parker
said. "We have the
wresfling in the old
gym and basketball in Tge new gym.
Obviously, we'd like fo have wrestling
in the new gym. When we can, we
put them in the new gym. That cuts
down on dates and
workers. It led to
more home dates for
the wrestling team.
We had five or six
home dafes when
usually we have two
or three.  What
works out well is that
you have o come in
the same way for
both events. ~ The
ficket taker just takes
money for everything
and steers people in
the right direction.

Parker was a standout athlete and
participated in everything Seymour had
fo offer — even golf.

‘We made a golf team because
there were three o?us that golfed. My
mom, the music teacher/golfer took us
fo meefs. We practiced on our own
and only went to like two meets,” he
said.

Parker eamed allconference and all-
district honors in football, basketball
and baseball, as well as running af the
state track meet.

In 1986, Parker attended Indian
Hills Community College to play base-
ball. While at IHCC, Parker played
for Rick Mathews, who is now the
bullpen coach for the Colorado Rock-
ies and coached in the 2007 World
Series.

‘He (Mathews) knows more about
baseball than anyone I've ever met,”
said Parker.  *He knows pitching,
catching, hitting and fielding.  If's
amazing that Ee knows that much
about every position. It doesn't surprise
me a bit that he is coaching in Major
league Baseball. I'm shocked he's not
managing the Colorado Rockies.”

Despite being surrounded by great
baseball minds while growing up,
Parker expanded his baseball 1.Q. at
the college level.

‘My high school baseball coach,
Rich Chaponis, was awesome. My
dad, Russ, also taught me a lot about
baseball growing up. | thought |
gained every piece of know|ec?ge |
would ever Kove from them.
