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he city of Dalton was incor-
I porated in 1847, named in
honor of founder Edward
White’s grandfather Tristram Dalton.
The city was founded as a railroad
town and two active rail lines still run
through the heart of Dalton. The city
became the seat of Whitfield County
government when the county was
created out of
Murray County
in 1851.

Today, Dalton has a population of
30,150, according to City
Administrator Butch Sanders; fire,
police and public works departments;
and a stout economy based primarily
on a single product: carpet. The city
is known as “The Carpet Capital of
the World.”

The carpet industry began as the
tufted bedspread industry, which grew
out of housewives in the area making
tufted chenille spreads and offering
them for sale on U.S. Highway 41,
which runs through Dalton.

These women produced colorful
spreads, often using a peacock pat-
tern, which led tourists to dub
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Highway 41 “Peacock Alley.”

Huge tufting machines soon started
up in factories to supply spreads to
local dealers and wholesalers. As
demand for chenille bedspreads
waned, manufacturers adapted their
machinery to produce tufted carpet
and northwest Georgia’s largest indus-
try was born.

The city is run by a city adminis-
trator operating under a mayor and
city council.

The city’s annual budg-
et is about $510,000, but property
owners pay no property tax, thanks to
the city’s share of Whitfield County’s
Local Option Sales Tax, officials say.

The budget supports a police
department with three full-time and
four part-time officers, a city court
and a parks and recreation depart-
ment. Garbage pickup is licensed to
several companies that offer services
in the city for varying fees.

and an eye test. A learner’s permit
costs $10, and a regular license costs
$20 for five years or $35 for 10 years.

You must provide proof that you
reside in Georgia, such as a utility bill
or bank statement with a valid
Georgia residence address; employer
verification; or a Georgia license
issued to a parent, guardian or spouse.

New Georgia residents applying for
a license or permit must show an
acceptable form of personal identifica-
tion that includes full name, month,
day and year of birth.

Some of these forms of identifica-
tion include an immigration identifi-
cation card, a valid passport or a certi-
fied copy of birth certificate issued by
Vital Statistics with an affixed seal.

Registration, tag

All passenger vehicles, motorcycles,
trucks and trailers must be registered at
the tax commissioner’s office in the
county you reside in to receive a
license plate. New residents must pur-
chase a new tag within 30 days of
arrival.
