attend a week-long art class at the Guild
recently.

“She loves it,” Bingham said. “She
loves to do anything with drawing and
molding.”

Kati and her best friend Alyssa Smith
were creating papier-maché animals dur-
ing the final day of the class. Alyssa
chose her favorite animal, a bunny. Kati
created a caterpillar complete with
bulging eyes and an antenna.

Multi-discipline camps at the Guild
give children a chance to create a mini-
performance, with the children making
the props and creating the costumes.
They also learn dances and theatrical
roles.

“They get exposed to everything,”
Zanfardino said. “At the end of the camp
is a performance.”

For The Junglebook Camp in June,
coordinators had to create additional
characters.

“We had to have more characters
because we had more kids,” Zanfardino
said.

A similar camp will center on the
popular “Cat in the Hat” story (July 7-

Dalton
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Jerry Elder and Frank Fetzer learned a lot about camping as Boy Scouts. Today
they pass those lessons on to others through Scouting.

All grown up, Boy Scouts impart
wisdom to younger campers

When Jerry Elder was a kid, he and his friend Frank
Fetzer discovered camping as members of the same troop of
Boy Scouts in Dalton.

Now as a father, Elder is a Boy Scout leader who uses
camping as a means of bonding with his two sons, Andrew,
17, and Aaron, 14. Elder and Fetzer both remain in Dalton
and still camp together as Boy Scout leaders.

Andrew Elder has achieved Eagle Scout status, an honor
only 2 percent of scouts enjoy. Younger brother Aaron is not
far behind, only a level below as a Life Scout.

All four are experienced campers and go on weekend-long
(sometimes week-long) trips regularly to nearby sites such as
Fort Mountain State Park in Chatsworth, Cloudland Canyon
State Park in Rising Fawn and Tennessee’s Savage Gulf State
Park in Grundy County.

Jerry Elder doesn’t believe you can go wrong with any of
these choices.

“We’re very lucky to have all these wonderful sites so
close to us,” Elder said. “And there’s something for everyone
at each of these trails. If you’re a beginner, there are simple
four-mile trails you can walk on into base camp, or for the
more experienced, you can drop down to the gorge where
there are steep, rough trails that stretch 20 miles.”

Not sold on camping? Neither was Andrew initially.

“When Andrew was 13 or 14, he didn’t like camping at
first,” Elder said. “I told him, ‘Son, 95 percent of kids your
age don’t get to see what you’re seeing. Did you see a paved
road leading to this gorge? No, you didn’t, because we had to
walk to get here.” Later on when we were walking, he said to
me, ‘This really is beautiful.” I told him it was about time he
figured that out.”

As an experienced camper, Elder knows how to prepare
and what to bring. Here are some of his tips:

H Invest money in a good synthetic sleeping bag. You can
go cheap on a tent, but you don’t want to buy just any sleep-
ing bag. Elder recommends a synthetic sleeping bag over a
goose down bag. Though goose down bags are lighter and
take up less space, which might be viewed as more conven-
ient if backpacking, synthetic bags are more water-resistant
and dry more quickly should they get wet.

B Limit the amount of cotton you wear. Cotton has no
insulation value, so depending on the time of year, wear
either wool or nylon.

M Bring at least two water filters. Clean water is impor-
tant, so bring two filters in case one breaks down.

M Bring proper survival equipment. Elder says there are
four things that a camper must bring on a given trip: a com-
pass, a whistle, rain gear and a first aid kit. If lost, a whistle
will preserve your voice, which can go out after a short time
of yelling. Rain gear is also a common item often forgotten.
The first aid kit should include the usual items: Band-Aids,
pads, antibacterial wipes, etc. Elder recommends carrying
aspirin over Tylenol, because aspirin can double as a blood
thinner should someone suffer a heart attack.

H Rules to follow when traveling in groups: Some people
walk at a faster pace and that’s OK, as long as you stop at
every trail intersection and stop every time you come across
water. Stopping at a trail intersection ensures the group does-
n’t branch in different directions, and stopping where there is
water helps if one of the water filters breaks down.

future, and if your students are in
this situation, then you must take
action. First, make an appointment to
speak with your students' teachers or
principal(s). Explain your concerns and
offer ideas that could facilitate change.
Parents need to be proactive and not
feel that they don't have a voice in
their children's education.

Secondly, parents can play an impor-
tant role in their children's education
through alternative modes of learning.
The summer allows parents to invest
their time and efforts into these
avenues. Take your child to the muse-
um or library and engage your child's
mind with questions and activities. If
you attend an exhibit on astronomy,
check out a book on planets from the

library and give your child a fun follow-
up project. Most importantly, find out
which subjects are interesting to your
child and make the exercise interesting.
This will capture your student's curiosi-
ty, and he or she will remember that
learning can be fun.

During the school year, many stu-
dents become disengaged because
teachers overwhelm them with work
that is repetitive and a waste of time.
Parents then become discouraged when
their children don't show an interest in
school. Not only is the work boring, but
rote homework assignments keep stu-
dents from spending time with their
families. Use the summer to reconnect
with your children and instill in them a
passion for learning. Ultimately, a
child's education is not the responsibili-
ty of the teacher, the school or the gov-
ernment. Parents must take a stand for
the education of their children.
