■ Malfalfa back open to
traffic three weeks ahead
of schedule.

The intersection of Malfalfa Road and
Sycamore Street reopened to traff ic
Wednesday evening, although work at the
intersection is not yet complete. 

Indiana Department of Transportation of-
ficials and contractor Gradex Inc. decided to
complete some of the final work under traf-
fic, allowing the intersection to be opened
three weeks early. 

Over the next few weeks, motorists may
encounter daytime shoulder and lane clo-
sures as crews complete surface asphalt,
sodding and erosion control measures, IN-
DOT reported in a traffic update issued
Thursday.

Incline at crossing to be removed
INDOT also has the go-ahead to remove

the incline at the out-of-service railroad
crossing near Western Avenue. When com-
pleted, the road will be virtually flat where
the railroad was before. INDOT said the
changes will keep traffic moving on
Sycamore Street and improve safety at the
nearby Western Avenue intersection. INDOT
credited city officials for taking the initiative
to get the crossing removed. The line is
owned by Central Railroad of Indianapolis.

The railroad crossing decision allows
work to continue between South Wildridge
Drive and Western Avenue. Construction
crews will begin to lower the grade at the
railroad crossing and complete drainage and
storm sewer work before paving can begin.

Other updates issued by INDOT include:
• Curbs at the shopping areas west of

Berkley Road have been completed and
crews next plan to fill behind the curbs. Fi-
nal signal poles have been installed at
Berkley Road, and crews are currently
working to wire them for use.

• Crews will be laying intermediate as-
phalt between Berkley Road and Wildridge
Drive. Sidewalks between Berkley Road
and Wildridge Drive should be completed
next week, and sodding will soon follow.

• Final grading work is being completed
between Western Avenue and Phillips
Street before curbside drains will be in-
stalled in this segment.

• Water meters and service line installa-
tion continues between Phillips Street and
Indiana Avenue. Once water service is in-
stalled, final earthwork and curbside drains
can be installed.

• Pending water meter and service line
approval from the water company, initial
paving between Indiana Avenue and Wash-
ington Street could begin as early as next
week.
