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burglaries, an examination of the num-
bers revealed.

Police continue to investigate Harvey’s
shooting. Last year, police had investigat-
ed six homicides by May.

Officers found Harvey lying in the
street at the corner of Gerhart and Arm-
strong streets just after midnight May 9.
He had been shot in the head and lower
body several times, according to police
reports.

A vehicle police say Harvey had been
driving was found running in the street
near his body.

No arrests have been made in the
shooting, but police are hoping to talk to
a friend of Harvey’s who was with them
the night before his death, said Lt. Don-

ald Whitehead of the criminal investiga-
tion unit.

Police also are still trying to piece to-
gether what happened the night of Har-
vey’s death, he added.

The Tribune releases the statistics each
month, along with a map of Kokomo, to
help residents pinpoint where the crimes
are occurring.
