Officers of the Howard County
Drug Task Force and the KPD Drug
Interdiction unit also struck a major
blow to the city’s drug trade in several
drug sweeps during the month.

In one, officers took more than 22
pounds of marijuana off the streets.

The pot raid came on the heels of
two other drug operations in recent
weeks called Operation Spring Clean-
ing and Operating Pay Dirt, KPD
Capt. Michael Wheeler said.

Police seized more than 10 ounces
of cocaine and arrested 10 suspects in
Operation Spring Cleaning and seized
85 pounds of marijuana and 318 mar-
ijuana plants in Operation Pay Dirt.

Along with the successful drug
raids, police also reported six rob-
beries, nine assaults and 48 burgla-
ries during June.

Police did not report a homicide or

a rape during June.
Auto thefts also dramatically de-

clined from 18 to eight, the stats show.
The month before police investigat-

ed a total of six rapes, six assaults, 10
robberies, 18 auto thefts and 53 bur-
glaries.
