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In that crime, police arrested
Tyrone Winston, 26, and Roger
Reed, 22. Police accuse the two of
forcing their way into an apart-
ment in the 1300 block of West
Sycamore Street and attacking a
21-year-old resident.

The victim suffered a contusion
to his forehead and his left eye
but refused medical treatment.
He told police he was attempting
to enter his apartment when he
was attacked by two men he
knew, the detective said. He said
he was held down by the one of
the men while the other searched
the apartment. According to po-
lice, the men took an undeter-
mined amount of cash and a cel-
lular phone.
