For the second month in a row,
Kokomo police got a reprieve from
working any new homicides, but they
were busy investigating a number of
other serious crimes.

An examination of the October
crime stats from the Kokomo Police
Department shows crime numbers
were nearly the same from Septem-
ber to October.

For the month, officers worked re-
ports of five robberies, two rapes, 13
assaults and 46 burglaries. In Septem-
ber, police had six robberies, two
rapes, 14 assaults and 49 burglaries.

Officers also responded to less re-
ports of drug activity during October.
They reported 37 reports of drug ac-
tivity compared to 48 in September.

The Tribune releases the statistics of
reported crimes each month, along with
a map of Kokomo, to help residents pin-

point where crimes are occurring.
Not all of the reported crimes re-

sulted in arrests. Some are being in-
vestigated and others went unsub-
stantiated.

One of the more serious crimes of
the month that resulted in an arrest
was the Oct. 7 stabbing of a 26-year-
old Kokomo woman in the 600 block
of Elk Drive, on the city’s south side.

Police arrested the suspect, Maurice
Shelley, 35, on charges of attempted
murder charge and invasion of priva-
cy in the case.

Shelley is being held at the Howard
County jail on a $250,000 bail pend-
ing his Feb. 13 trial in Howard Circuit
Court.
