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As the holiday season nears, regardless of the holiday(s) your students celebrate, we would like young people to answer the question, “If you could have one holiday wish, what would it be and why?” 

When posing this question to your students/child, it might be a good idea to have them make a list and narrow it down to ONE thing. Then have them briefly explain why that would be their one choice. Having them narrow it down forces them to think about the one thing they really want and it allows us more space to print as many of the responses as possible.

Students in kindergarten through grade twelve may respond. Please ask them to keep responses to no more than 200 words. Whether students choose to respond on their own (please provide this opportunity to your students, even if you do not require it of them) or if you ask them to respond as a class, please include the following with each response: 

· Name

· Age

· Grade

· School

It is also helpful to include a teacher’s name so I have someone to contact in case I need additional information.
