Also, Hy-Vee
has a bakery that produces fresh
pastries and cakes. Up front, Hy-Vee
has a floral shop. If you want flowers
to spruce up your home or office, or
need something to brighten the day of
someone special, the designers at the
Hy-Vee Floral Department can find
the perfect arrangement.

Currently, the Hy-Vee Floral
Department offers the Spring Petaler
bouquet and the FTD Touch of Spring
bouquet.

Next to the floral department, there
is a Red Box DVD rental stand where

you can rent the latest Hollywood
blockbusters, and a Coinstar change
counter.

The Hy-Vee Food Store in
Oskaloosa first opened its doors on
April 10, 1940, and has served the
community ever since.

The first location was at 309-311
High Ave. West and operated as the
“Oskaloosa Supply Store” on a self-
serve basis. It was the largest store to
date — 40 feet by 70 feet.

The store relocated on July 24,
1953, to 1302 High Ave. W. The store
was about 9,000 square feet, featured
meat, produce and cheese displays,
had a 45-car parking lot and a bowling
alley in the basement.

On April 22, 1964, the store moved
again to 1407 A Ave. West. The new
store was 13,600 square feet and had a
100-car parking lot. It was only the
second Hy-Vee store to have an
electric rotisserie and holding oven for
barbecuing chickens.

The store was remodeled on April
18, 1978, and a bakery and
delicatessen were added.

The Hy-Vee store relocated again
on Feb. 1, 1994, into the former
Sernett’s department store in Penn
Central Mall at 110 South D St. It has
39,046 square feet of space, includes a
branch bank and features a
seafood/meat department and a floral
shop. The Oskaloosa Family Pharmacy
was acquired and merged with the
store on March 1, 2004.

Hy-Vee has thrived in the Midwest
for more than 70 years by following
some fundamental principles:
Attracting good people, sharing with
their communities, doing business with
honesty and integrity, being friendly,
caring, sincere and showing respect to
our employees and customers.

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The McNeill Stone
Mansion celebrates
100 years of ornate
and spacious splendor

he McNeill Stone Mansion is celebrating its
100th birthday this year. During its century
of existence, what once was the ornate,
spacious home of Wilbur and Lulu McNeill
is now a bed and breakfast, located at 1282
C Ave. E. in Oskaloosa, presently owned
and operated by Gary and Virginia Walker.

The three-story stone mansion is on a one-acre site.
While the mansion’s core is composed of Bedford limestone
with concrete floors and brick walls, the mansion is
sheathed in a variety of ornate decorations such as Mexican
Tobasco Mahogany woodwork in the living room. The
dining room features original silk tapestries and original
brass-plated lights. The mansion’s parlor features an 1880s
chandelier and an 1894 mirror stands at the top of the stairs
that leads to people’s rooms.

The upstairs area is partially lighted by a stained glass
sky light. The second floor of the mansion features three
main rooms. All rooms have large beds with high-quality
sheets, blankets and pillows for a comfortable night’s sleep.
The Royal Red Room features a bathroom with an original
tub and sink. The Far East Room features a china tub and
sink. Also, the McNeill Suite was the McNeill’s original
bedroom. The third floor of the mansion features a
penthouse that used to be a ballroom.

While the rooms are ornate and give people a
comfortable look into the past, the bed and breakfast also
has a modern convenience — wireless Internet access in
every room.

The McNeill Stone Mansion has a capacity for 10 guests.
If travelers stay Thursday, Friday and Saturday, they will
have a full breakfast. If they stay from Sunday through
Wednesday, they will have an informal breakfast.

The McNeill Stone Mansion’s guests range from average
folks to business travelers, and this past December, former
Vice President Walter Mondale was a guest during a
campaign stop. People have stayed at the bed and breakfast
for weddings, class reunions or to celebrate their
anniversary.

The McNeill Stone Mansion also participates in benefits
for the local hospice and has contributed to the Lighted
Christmas Parade as well as charities such as the Salvation
Army and the Red Cross.

You do not need to stay overnight to enjoy the McNeill
Stone Mansion, you can go on a tour of the mansion, but
you have to have a group of at least 15 people.
