ndian Can Kountry, Oskaloosa’s one-stop redemption

center, will be celebrating its tenth anniversary on

June 29. The redemption center has grown from a

1,800 square foot building when it opened, to 5,400

square feet. The latest addition is a loading area in the
back that was completed in January.

Owner Tom Pitts started with himself and two
employees. Now there are six employees in the winter and
eight in the summer to handle can redemptions.

The key to Indian Can Kountry’s success is Pitts is
always looking for accounts. Pitts makes pickups at business
in and outside of Oskaloosa, and has recently gained an
account the Knoxville track for this summer.

As a redemption center for the state of Iowa, they’re able
to take just about any brand of redeemable can or bottle that
is marked as an lowa refundable container.

The ability to take all those different brands means it’s
easier for people to redeem their bottles and cans. Instead of
driving all over town taking bottles and cans to different
stores, people can make a single stop.

Pitts said there are very few limitations on what cans and
bottles his company will accept. They’re able to take just
about any national brand and most store brands.

“Anything that has a five cent refund on it that the state
of Iowa requires on the bottle or can, like pop, beer, liquor
and some of your fruit water has a deposit on it now,” said
Pitts.

The one limitation for store brands is that there has to be
a store that sells that brand in town for Indian Can Kountry
to be able redeem their cans and bottles.

“There are some brands we don’t take now, like Aldi’s,

since they’re out of business. We have to have a grocery
store in town, before we can take their brand,” explained
Pitts.

Pitts said Indian Can Kountry takes in anywhere from
18,000 to 30,000 cans and bottles a day in the winter and as
many as 70,000 a day in the summer. That’s about 10
million cans a year according to Pitts.

At Indian Can Kountry, customers don’t have to worry
about how many cans or bottles they bring in, or how to get
them to the counter.

“All they have to do is bring their cans and bottles in, we
don’t care how they bring them in — garbage bags, barrels,
whatever — however they can get them in here. And we
don’t have a limit, all they have to do is put them on the
counter and we’ll do the rest,” said Pitts.

An added convenience is that customers can leave their
cans and bottles at Indian Can Kountry and come back later
to pick up their refund.

“If you’re in a hurry or something or if you have a large
volume, you can leave your cans, with your name and
number, we can do them, and you can stop by later and pick
up your money,” said Pitts.

Indian Can Kountry is located at 303 Rock Island Ave., in
Oskaloosa, across the street from Clow. Their hours are
Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday, from 10 a.m. to 6
p-m. and Saturdays from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m. They’re closed
Wednesdays and Sundays.

Customers can reach them by phone at (641) 672-0907,
during their regular business hours. There are free
refrigerator magnets with Indian Can Kountry’s hours and
days of operation also available at the redemption center.
